1 Master Player on an Open team. NO Master & Intermediate player can play together on an Open Team. 2 
Intermediate players are equal to 1 Master player and eligible to play together. 
 

* SINGLES 6.99 BELOW - Can not have an average above 6.99 in any/all leagues/teams they play in.  
 

ANY player that is listed on the IAMOA/Indiana State Master list OR the OCMOA/Ohio State Master list; will need 
to enter the Masters Division in the MVNEA/ Michigan State Event. 
 

OPEN TEAM: MUST have 2 original players from the same team, remaining players must come from within their charter 

holder league system. 
 

LADIES TEAMS - Open & Master Divisions: Any 4 ladies’ players within the same charter system. 
 

MENS MASTER TEAMS: Any 5players within their charter holder league system.
